· To assign a single personal identification code for the National Health System, in the terms set out in Law 15/2003, of 28 May, and in Royal Decree 183/2004, of 30 January, regulating the individual health card.
· To compile and direct the national health survey and the health barometer, and to manage the dissemination of data from the national death index. 

· To coordinate the systems of information and statistical operations of the Department. 

· To offer a structure for the dissemination and exchange of initiatives and experiences regarding the health information systems in the different areas of authority.

· To monitor the integrity and security of the data confided in it, guaranteeing its confidentiality. 

· To compile and maintain the General Register of health centres, services and establishments, as well as the recognise, as valid for the National Health System, health information registers existing in different professional and scientific areas. 

· To maintain the institutional relations with the national and international organisations with authority in matters of health information statistics and systems, in coordination with the S.D.G. for International Relations.
